Lot #1 SanBar Red Sally 
We kept a full sister to this colt for our brood mare band, she goes back to Heartland Destiny 
and AE Princess. Heartland Destiny put a lot of stop in his colts and won over $300,000 in his 
career. This colt will be big enough to be a head horse.  
 
Lot # 2 Weavers Genuine Kat 
 This mare came from the heart of Weaver’s program in Montana. This is a Tres My Fame, Tuf N 
Busy, Paddys Irish Whiskey and High Brow Cat bred colt. Tuf N Busy has been to world shows in 
reining heading, and healing. His offspring have won over 1321 AQHA pts and 19 ROM’s in 
mostly roping events. High Brow Cat has $80 million in earnings. Sire of 16 AQHA World 
Champions, Sire of 8 NCHA Futurity champions. This black colt will be able to do anything, 
speed, calf rope, head horse. 
 
Lot # 3 TS A French Penny 
Frenchmans Guy a palomino stallion was sired by Sun Frost.  Sun Frost has sired 1908 registered 
foals and progeny earnings of more than $14 million.  He was a leading barrel race sire.  Evening 
Traffic is the dam to Traffic Guy his earnings are over $575,000 in barrel racing and team roping. 
On the dam side Paddy’s Irish Whiskey is a full brother to Gray Starlight, as a broodmare sire his 
foals have produced earnings of more than $2,600.000.  This mare came from Treasure State in 
Montana, they produce top barrel race horses with great minds.     
 
 
Lot # 4 SanBar Pinky Sue 
Red roan stud colt. Pinky Sues mother Miss Rancho Colonel got us started in the business. Half-
brother to Pinky Sue is a South Dakota reining cow horse champion. Colonel Freckles was a 
cutting horse, won $46,305 in NCHA contest before retiring to a career at stud. 325 sons and 
daughters have earned $4,671,860. Docs Prescription was a western pleasure stallion and 
NCHA money earner.  Pinky Sue is quick on her feet. This colt will make a calf horse, team 
sorting or heel horse.  
 
Lot # 5 TS Love My Fever 
Double bred Paddy’s Irish Whiskey. TS Love My Fever Came from Treasure State in Montana. 
Her mother is still producing barrel horses. Paddy’s Irish Whiskey’s dam is a NCHA World 
Champion mare from Doc’s Starlight. Paddy’s Irish Whiskey is a full brother to Grays Starlight a 
million-dollar sire in reining and cutting with get earnings more than $10 million. Paddy’s Irish 
Whiskey stands at the Four Sixes Ranch. Playboys Buck Fever is a buckskin and is a cutting, 
reining working cow horse stallion.  
 
 
 
 
 



Lot # 6 SanBar Boon Baby 
This mare is Colonel Freckles, Doc Bar, Targo Gold and Chexaboon bred.  Colonel Freckles was a 
performance horse.  He passed away at 13 due to complications from eating blister beetles in 
baled hay.  He is known in the horse world as a stallion that passed on his athleticism and 
versatility.  His earnings as a grandsire stand at more the $11 million. Then we add the Doc Bar 
line on the dam side.  Boon Baby came out of South Dakota and is one of our top brood mares.   
 
Lot # 7 SanBar Callie Oak 
This mare goes back to Heartland Destiny and Docs Oak, Docs Oakie Quixote. Docs Oak is a 
foundation horse. Docs Oak sired winner of more than $10.5 million in cutting. This colt will 
have an excellent disposition. Our granddaughter is riding a 5-year-old out of SanBar Callie Oak 
and is an excellent ranch horse.  
 
Lot # 8 TS Spark My Sies 
This mare is a half sister TS Royal Seis Sugar our black stallion. This is the first buckskin born on 
the ranch, last year TS Spark My Sies had a true-blue roan filly.  Mare came from Treasure State 
program in Montana. Dash to Fame is an all-time leading barrel sire. He has sired over $25 
million worth of barrel horses and has sired over $45 million total. He set records for 400 yards 
and 440 yards. This filly is an excellent barrel prospect. Look at the pedigrees on both the dam 
and sire. Look at her color. 
 
 
Lot #9 SanBar Peppermint Lou 
This mare raises the ranches favorite colts. Her colts make excellent ranch horses. This mare is a 
half-sister to our Badger stud which we thought so much of. Her colts have been a sale topper 
for many years. Peppermint Lou was an excellent ranch horse and then we put her in the brood 
mare band. This mare goes back to the old foundation breeding, Dry Spec a Pepper, Smart Chic 
Olena’s. Smart Chic Olena’s cutting offspring have earned $3 million. This filly will make an 
excellent ranch horse. This mare produced the high selling colt last year, bought by Chad 
Atkinson for $5300.   
 
Lot # 10 TS Frenchmans Perks 
This is another mare from Treasure State in Montana. Frenchmans Guy, Royal Shake Em, Dash 
for Perks. Tres My Fame. Frenchman’s Shake Em has produced colts that have run a standard 
pattern under 16 seconds. Frenchman’s Guy, progeny earning exceeding $14 million. Dash for 
Perks earning in excess of $3 million and is the only leading barrel sire with a son also on the 
leading sire list. This mare came from Treasure State barrel race program.  
 
Lot # 11 Heartland Time 
Heartland Time came from our Heartland Destiny stud horse. This mare came from Crago’s in 
South Dakota. Doc Bar was a failed racehorse, he became one of the greatest performance 
dynasties of the AQHA breed. His name remains relevant in the pedigrees of champion 
performance horse from the cutting pen to the rodeo arena. Heartland Time has raised some 
great colts with a lot of stop in them. This mare has produced big ranch horses. 



 
Lot # 12 SanBar Chick A Lena 
SanBar Smart Badger was a son of Dry Smart Crocker who was a Bay Roan, he was a son of 
Smart Crocker Olena, all of them were intelligent and athletic.  Smart Crocker Olena was a 
performer in cutting, working cow horse and reining.  On the dam side add Doc Olenas Mark, 
Doc Olena as the sire and grandpa to Cindy SanBar who was among the first few mares that 
started SanBar Ranch. Doc Olena sired 1310 foals, many are AQHA point earners,   
He was inducted into both the AQHA and NCHA Halls of Fame.   
 
 
Lot #13 SBR Ruby Jewel 
Ruby Jewel’s mother is a proven rope horse. This colt will have an excellent disposition. Goes 
back to Holy Sox, Playgun, My Angel of Blue, Paddy’s Irish Whiskey, and crossed with TS Royal 
Seis Sugar. Playgun sire earnings of $9.7 million. He has 9424 AQHA pts, 38 AQHA World and 
Reserve Champions and stands at the Four Six’s ranch. Take a look at this filly. 
 
Lot # 14 Weavers Busy Perk 
Sire is Dash for Perks who is a son of Dash for Cash.  Dash for Cash earned a 93-speed index, 
and a barrel sire of $1.6 million.  Dam side is our Bueno Chex and Smart Peppy Lena.  Smart 
Peppy Lena is a daughter of Doc Olena and Smart Peppy.  A lot of cow on the dam side. 
 
Lot # 15 SBR Amy Rose 
Playgun is a 1992 gray stallion from the great Freckles Playboy and Miss Silver Pistol by Doc’s 
Hickory.  As a sire he is in the top 25 all time leading sire of cutting and ranch horse money 
earners.  He is currently standing at the Four-Six’s ranch.  Smooth as a Cat LTE: $500,037 and his 
off spring earning $32 million. He is a NCHA horse of the year. SCR Memphis Belle is still on the 
ranch and raises excellent colts. She came from the Singleton Ranch in New Mexico. Memphis 
Belle had the top selling colt 2 yrs. ago. This colt is 2nd generation SanBar Ranch.   
 
Lot # 16 Dolly Prom 
Dolly Prom came from the Fort Ranch, look at her pedigree. Bet On Me 498 LTE $101,832 
NCHA. Bet on Me 498 was known for cutting, penning, ranch versatility, ranch work, trail, 
western pleasure and working cow horse. She has produced all around colts. This mares’ colts 
have been used to rope.
